Getting to Albury

Albury Airport makes travel for this event as easy as 1, 2, 3. Relax, Fly, Play. With 4 airlines and 180
flights a week, you can fly directly to Albury from Sydney, Brisbane, Gold Coast or Melbourne.
Passengers can also access flights to Albury via connecting flights from around Australia. Avoid the
hassle of driving long distances by booking with our airline partners QantasLink, Virgin, Rex and JetGo.

14 & Under Participation Rule

There will be no participation rule implemented at the 14 & Under Aged Club Nationals. This is
due to the difficulty in policing the rule with the varied team sizes (11, 12 or 13 players) and the
increase to in players in the water from last year (6 to 7 field players per team). WPA encourages
all team coaches to coach with a participation mind set and focus on skill development and fun.

14 & Under — Minimum team size is 11 players, maximum of 13 players

18 & Under — Minimum team size is 7 players, maximum of 15 players, with 13 on allowed on the
card for each game

14 & Under — 4 x 6 minute quarters 1 minute quarter breaks, 2 minute halftime
18 & Under — 4 x 7 minute quarters 1 minute quarter breaks, 2 minute halftime

18 & Under — No timeouts during round and cross over games.
